The Northwest Center for Outcomes Research in Older Adults is a collaborative effort of the Veterans
Affairs Puget Sound Health Care System (VAPSHCS) and the Portland VA Medical Center. Major
collaborating community institutions for this VA HSR&D Center of Excellence include the University of
Washington School of Public Health and Community Medicine and School of Medicine in Seattle and the
Oregon Health and Science University Division of Medical Informatics and Outcomes Research and
Department of Public Health and Community Medicine in Portland. Our goals are to perform state-of-the-
art research, generate new knowledge and research methods, provide high caliber training in health
services research, and assist VA policy makers in a rapidly changing health care environment.

Investigators
The Center presently has 21 core and 23 affiliate investigators who conduct an extensive program of

health services research funded by a combination of VA and non-VA sources. The Center is fortunate to
have a stable core of senior and mid-level investigators who are well funded and productive and who
provide leadership in a variety of local and national organizations.

Our newest Core Investigator is Dr. Vincent Fan. Dr. Fan is a graduate of our own HSR&D Fellowship
Training Program, most recently completed a Pulmonary and Critical Care Medicine fellowship, and is a
recent Career Development Awardee. His interests relate to methods of adjustment for disease severity
and comorbidity, developing methods to predict and ultimately prevent the occurrence of exacerbations of
chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, and use of clinical databases to assess effectiveness and toxicity
of treatments for pulmonary disease.

Another highlight of this year was hiring Ms. Connie Nakano to assume the newly created role of Human
Subjects Coordinator. Ms. Nakano has already made substantial contributions in helping us to meet the
goal expressed in last year's Annual Report to develop a coordinated approach to assuring ull
compliance with prevailing regulations for protection of human subjects and their privacy.

Center Funding

Funding to the Center totaled $8.5 million, an increase from the $8.2 million we received in 2002. Our
funding base reflects the continued solid leveraging of our core funds, which represent 8 percent of our
total Center funding.

Research Projects

During 2003, the Center supported a total of 106 active awards for research projects, centers, and
training. The active VA-funded research projects include seven Investigator Initiated Research (IIR/NRI)
projects, eight Quality Enhancement Research Initiative (QUERI) projects, and six non-HSR&D projects.
The Center supported 25 non-VA federally funded research grants, and 19 non-federal grants. We also
have five HSR&D Career Development and two Career Scientist Awards. Maintenance of a highly
diversified research portfolio is a consistent goal of the Center that provides stability and permits
leveraging of core VA resources. Moreover, participation in a variety of funding programs engenders
collaboration within both VA and non-VA research communities.

As suggested by our Steering Committee, the Center continues to focus on patient-centered outcomes
and to develop research studies with a direct impact on care that include an evaluation process to
measure the effect of these changes. Examples of such studies include Dr. Stephan Fihn’s service
directed project “Cardiac Care Follow-up Study” that will monitor the effect of new initiatives within VHA
on quality standards and provide feedback to individual centers; Dr. Fihn’s project to develop “CART-CL,”
a software program to collect data on interventions for acute coronary symptoms; and Dr. Sales’ “Nurse
Staffing and Patient Outcomes” project that will assess the relationship between nurse staffing and
clinical outcomes.



The research objectives of the Center are to provide information to improve the delivery of health services
to veterans and to contribute to scientific progress in the field of health services research. We seek to
accomplish these objectives by focusing on three emphasis areas:

* Management of chronic disease in primary and specialty care
* Preservation of independence in older adults
« Evaluation of alternative delivery systems

Categorizing ongoing projects by emphasis area permits assessment of progress toward meeting our
research objectives.

Management of Chronic Disease in Primary and Specialty Care:

Improving primary care for common mental health conditions such as depression (Chaney, Liu), alcohol-
related problems (Bradley), and substance abuse (Saxon, Kivlahan)

Development of collaborative care models for managing chronic stable angina (Fihn)

Causes of racial and ethnic disparities in health services and interventions to improved satisfaction with
care (Saha)

Assessing the effectiveness and safety of medications for chronic conditions (Helfand)

Factors associated with adverse events among patients prescribed high-risk medications (Hickam)

Development of novel methods to monitor medication adherence (Bryson, Fihn)

Prevention of complications of diabetes (Reiber, Maciejewski, Young)

Studying ways to improve care for patients with chronic obstructive pulmonary disease (Au, Fan, Fihn)

Evaluation of process and outcomes of treatment of heart disease (Sales, Maynard, Au, Fihn)

Preservation of Independence in Older Adults:

Identifying predictors of better outcomes of assisted living and other community residential
care services (Hedrick)

Identification and treatment of hearing impairment (Yueh)

Evaluation of Alternative Delivery Systems:

Assessing the organization of subspecialty care (Sales)

Performance evaluation of Community Based Outpatient Clinics (Chapko, Liu, Maciejewski)
Study of association between VA nurse staffing and patient outcomes (Sales)

The Center also strives to advance Basic Methodology in Health Services Research

Development of new methods for case-mix adjustment (Fihn, Sales, Liu, Maciejewski, Sloan)

Statistical methodology for analysis of the randomized encouragement design study and new
methods for analysis of health care costs (Zhou)

Research Products and Dissemination

The number of publications and presentations by investigators and trainees continued at a high level.
During the reporting period, Center investigators and trainees published 144 articles, a large increase
from the 87 published in 2002, with a large number of these in the most prestigious journals such as the
New England Journal of Medicine, JAMA, American Journal of Medicine, Medical Care, Health Services
Research, Journal of Clinical Epidemiology, and the Journal of General Internal Medicine. We also
published 13 books or book chapters and six technical reports or electronic citations. There are 44
additional articles in press. In addition, investigators made 110 presentations at regional, national, and
international conferences. We maintain the web page for the Center (http//www.hsrd.seattle.med.va.gov).

National and Regional Leadership Roles

Center investigators influence health research and policy through leadership and service to a wide range
of national organizations including the American Board of Physical Medicine and Rehabilitation, Society
for Epidemiologic Research, American Statistical Association, Society of General Internal Medicine,
American Thoracic Society, American Diabetes Association, American Public Health Association,
American Statistical Association, U.S. Cochrane Center, Multiple Sclerosis Society, American Paraplegia
Society, and Eastern Paralyzed Veterans of America. Investigators also provide services to a large
variety of VA committees and task forces.




Training Activities

The training of postdoctoral MD, postdoctoral PhD, and predoctoral fellows in Health Services Research
remains a central mission, with seven successful training programs. During FY 03, 19 physicians were
supported in the HSR&D, Ambulatory Care, or the Robert Wood Johnson postdoctoral MD Fellowship
Programs at the Seattle VA Medical Center. Five fellows are in the Ambulatory Care Fellowship Program
at the Portland VA. Four fellows (two in Seattle/American Lake and two in Portland) are in the Medical
Informatics Fellowship program. Two physicians are in the Health Issues of Women Veterans Fellowship
Program located in Portland. We supported two individuals in the Postdoctoral PhD Fellowship Training
Program. We also supported six visiting scholars from other disciplines and other countries.

The core staff also remains active in teaching in the Schools of Medicine and Public Health at the
University of Washington and the Oregon Health and Science University, with several members of the
core staff serving as course directors and all staff serving on thesis and dissertation committees.

Future Plans: Investigators will continue to advance the VA health services research agenda by
participating in projects addressing a wide range of topics. The research objectives of the Center are to
provide information that is relevant to improving the delivery of health services to veterans and to
contribute to scientific progress in the field of health services research. We intend to continue to work with
the HSR&D Service by addressing important health delivery issues identified by senior managers in
Central Office and the networks. The staff will continue to provide leadership in the field and provide
information nationally and internationally to ensure that lessons learned in VA can be applied to problems
in the larger health care system. The training programs and teaching will continue to be a major focus to
supply the need for trained health services researchers in VA and elsewhere.

Specific initiatives during the coming year will include:
. Continuing emphasis on clinically oriented health services research through support of an

application for a Clinical Research Center of Excellence;
Initiate development of distance learning programs and special courses for investigators
interested in acquiring expertise in basic and advanced methods in health services
research;
Expansion of our biostatistical unit with emphasis on advancing statistical methods;
Addition of at least one new physician investigator; and
Increased collaboration with other Centers of Excellence

In addition, we anticipate the Center’'s move to expanded space in downtown Seattle. Despite anticipated
problems coordinating administrative and clinical activities with VA Puget Sound, we are excited about
the prospect of adequate space to house our ongoing activities and permit future growth.



2 Investigators

The report database and organizational chart list the members of the Center staff and their positions and
responsibilities. The responsibilities of the core investigators are briefly described here. Dr. Stephan

Fihn serves as Center Director for HSR&D, Co-Director of the Seattle Ambulatory Care and HSR&D
Fellowship Training Programs, and Clinical Co-Chair of the Ischemic Heart Disease QUERI. His other
responsibilities are as Professor and Head of the Division of General Internal Medicine at the University of
Washington (UW) and Adjunct Professor in the Department of Health Services.

Seattle

Our newest Core Investigator is Dr. Vincent Fan. Dr. Fan is a graduate of our own HSR&D Fellowship
Training Program and most recently completed a second fellowship in Pulmonary and Critical Care
Medicine. This past summer, Dr. Fan was awarded an HSR&D Research Career Development Award.
His interests relate to methods of adjustment for disease severity and comorbidity, developing methods to
predict and ultimately prevent the occurrence of exacerbations of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease,
and use of clinical databases to assess effectiveness and toxicity of treatments for pulmonary disease.
All of the other investigators listed in last year’s report remain at the Center although Dr. David Penson,
Career Development Awardee and Assistant Professor of Urology, will be departing shortly to assume a
position at the University of Southern California.

Dr. David Au, Career Development Awardee, is an Assistant Professor in the Department of Medicine and
VA Staff Physician in Pulmonary and Critical Care Medicine. Dr. Katharine Bradley is an Associate
Professor in the Department of Medicine and VA Staff Physician in Medicine Service. Dr. Edmund
Chaney is an Investigator and Associate Professor in the Department of Psychiatric and Behavioral
Medicine. Dr. Michael Chapko serves the Center in the role of Research Review Coordinator and is
Associate Director of the Northwest Hepatitis C Resource Center. In addition, he serves as data
management coordinator for the Epidemiology Research and Information Center (ERIC). He is a
Research Professor in the Department of Health Services. Dr. Jason Dominitz is an Investigator and
Assistant Professor in the Department of Medicine and Director of the Northwest Hepatitis C Resource
Center. He is a VA Staff Physician in the Gastroenterology Division. Dr. Susan Hedrick is Associate
Director of the Center for Seattle, Research Career Scientist, and Professor in the Department of Health
Services at the UW.

Dr. Matt Maciejewski serves as Information Dissemination Coordinator for the Center and is Assistant
Professor in the Department of Health Services. Dr. Chuan-Fen Liu is an Investigator and Coordinator of
the HSR&D Research Colloquium and Research Assistant Professor in the Department of Health
Services. Dr. Charles Maynard is an Investigator, Research Coordinator of the IHD QUERI, and
Research Associate Professor in the Department of Health Services. He also serves the Center as
coordinator for the administrative and clinical databases.

Dr. Gayle Reiber is a Research Career Scientist and serves as Director of our PhD Postdoctoral Training
Program. She is also Director of Educational Activities for the Epidemiology Research and Information
Center and a Core Investigator on the Rehab R&D funded Center of Excellence for Limb Loss Prevention
and Prosthetic Engineering. She is a Professor in the Departments of Health Services and Epidemiology.

Dr. Anne Sales is an Investigator and Assistant Professor in the Department of Health Services. She is
also Translation Coordinator for the IHD QUERI. Dr. Bevan Yueh, Advanced Career Development
Awardee, is Assistant Professor in the Department of Otolaryngology and VA Staff Physician for Surgical
Services. He also directs the Surgical Outcomes and Research (SOAR) Center at the University of
Washington, an active collaboration of general, orthopedic, urologic, neurosurgical, and otolaryngological
surgeons.

Dr. Andrew Zhou, Senior Biostatistician directs a newly formed biostatistical unit and is a Research
Professor at the University of Washington, Department of Biostatistics.

In the next year, we hope to recruit Dr. Chris Bryson to our core. Dr. Bryson completed an ambulatory
care fellowship at VA Puget Sound this past summer, and his Career Development Award application is



under review. His interests relate to cardiovascular pharmacoepidemiology and to the development and
application of measures of medication adherence using computerized pharmacy databases.

Portland

Dr. David Hickam, Associate Director of the HSR&D Portland affiliate, also directs the Portland VAMC
Ambulatory Care Fellowship Program and Medical Informatics Fellowship Program at that site and co-
directs the Health Issues for Women Veterans Fellowship. He is also Professor in the Departments of
Medicine, Public Health and Preventive Medicine, and Division of Medical Informatics and Outcomes
Research at the Oregon Health and Science University. Dr. Martha Gerrity is a VA Staff Physician, Co-
Director of the Portland Center for the Evaluation of Clinical Services, and Associate Professor at the
Oregon Health and Science University.

Dr. Jackilen Shannon, a nutritional epidemiologist, is an Assistant Professor with the OHSU Department
of Public Health and Preventive Medicine. Dr. Mark Helfand is a VA Staff Physician and the Director of
the Oregon Health and Science University Evidence-Based Practice Center (EPC). Dr. Somnath Saha,
Career Development Awardee, is Assistant Professor with Medicine and Medical Informatics and
Outcomes Research at the Oregon Health and Science University. He is also a Staff Physician for
Specialty Medicine.

Funding to the Center in 2003 totaled $8.5 million, slightly higher than our 2002 funding level of $8.2
million. The Center supported 106 projects, technically 30 projects less than the previous year. This
reflects a change in the Annual Report Template where an individual trainee is no longer counted as a
separate project. Adjusting for this change, the total numbers of projects conducted at the NW Center
was just 4% less than last year.

The Center continues to substantially leverage core funds. Core funds make up 13.7% of the total
funding received from the HSR&D Service and just 8% of total funding received from all sources. See
Table 2 and Figures 1-4 for five-year funding information and project totals.

Core funds were expended primarily for partial salary support to core investigators and full salary support
to administrative and computer support staff. The salaries for Drs. Fihn, Bradley, Chaney, Dominitz, and
Hickam were contributed by the medical centers. The Career Development Program funded salaries for
Drs. Au, Fan, Penson, Saha, and Yueh; and the Career Scientist Program funded the salaries for Drs.
Hedrick and Reiber. All other costs represent funding for ongoing personnel agreements, service
contracts, equipment and supplies.

Supplemental funds supported our Annual Report Template Program and its efforts to expand the
consolidated VACO HSR&D Annual Report database. We also received supplemental funding to support
five locally initiated pilot studies and infrastructure funds to upgrade and maintain our computer and
communication network.

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4 Research Projects

During 2003 the Center supported a total of 106 active awards for research projects, research
administration, and research training. The VA-funded research projects during the reporting period
include 7 Investigator Initiated Research (IIR/NRI) projects, 8 Quality Enhancement Research Initiative
(QUERI) projects, 16 supplemental pilot projects, and 6 non-HSR&D VA projects. The Center supported
25 non-VA federally funded research grants and 19 non-federal grants. Maintenance of a diversified
research portfolio is an ongoing goal of the Center to provide stability and leveraging of core VA
resources. Moreover, participation in a variety of funding programs engenders collaboration within VA
and non-VA research communities.

The research objectives of the Center are to provide data and information that are important and relevant
to improving the delivery of health services to veterans and to contribute to scientific progress in the field
of health services research. We seek to accomplish these objectives by focusing on three long-standing
emphasis areas: management of chronic disease in primary and specialty care, preservation of
independence in older adults, and evaluation of alternative delivery systems. We summarize current
research activities of our core investigators below.

VA Puget Sound Health Care System

Dr. David Au, a second year Career Development Awardee, has focused in large part on the potential
effects of inhaled betaagonists on cardiovascular disease outcomes. He serves as the Principal
Investigator on three projects. One compares the resource utilization of patients who have died with
COPD and lung cancer; the second validates a new health status instrument specifically for patients with
chronic bronchitis; and the third is examines the effects of antihypertensive medications with special
interest in the impact of beta-blockers on mortality for patients with COPD. Dr. Au’s research agenda is
expanding to include a focus on end-of-life care for patients with chronic lung diseases. Dr. Auis Plon a
newly funded IIR “Improving the Quality of Communication for Patients with COPD” which will evaluate a
multifaceted intervention for communication between primary care providers and patients with moderate-
to-severe COPD.

Dr. Katharine Bradley is currently conducting a firm trial of a CPRS Alcohol Counseling Clinical Reminder
that is funded by a Robert Wood Johnson Foundation Generalist Physicians Faculty Scholars grant. Dr.
Bradley is also supported by a five year K23 award from NIAAA, currently in its fourth year, focusing on
the design and analysis of effectiveness trials of alcohol-related interventions in primary care settings.

Dr. Edmund Chaney is Principal Investigator on a multi-site Mental Health Initiative (WAVES) and Co-
Principal Investigator on a Mental Health QUERI - SDP study (TIDES) conducting a process evaluation of
translating best practices for treating depression into VA primary care clinics. He is Co-Investigator on
the “Value and Cost of Translating Collaborative Care Models for Depression (COVES)” and on the
“Technology Enhanced Depression Intervention (TEDI)” projects.

Dr. Michael Chapko is Co-Investigator on the “Evaluation of Community Based Outpatient Clinic Costs
Using DSS Data” and responsible for VA cost assessment on the evaluation of the Assisted Living Pilot
Program. He is Associate Director of the Northwest Hepatitis C Resource Center and is conducting cost-
effectiveness analyses of screening strategies for hepatitis C and use of growth factors as an adjunct to
hepatitis C antiviral therapy.

Dr. Jason Dominitz is Director of the Northwest Hepatitis C Resource Center and has just completed a VA
Cooperative Study to estimate the prevalence of hepatitis C in VA. In addition, he is the site Pl on an
HSR&D funded study to validate several clinical decision aids for the management of upper
gastrointestinal bleeding. He is also an investigator on an NCI funded study on the use of adjuvant
therapy for colorectal care among Medicare beneficiaries. Dr. Dominitz is involved with several studies of
patterns of care for gastrointestinal malignancies in veterans.

Dr. Stephan Fihn is Research Coordinator for the Ischemic Heart Disease QUERI. He continues his lead

role on several other studies including methods to assess quality of chronic disease management, studies
on the management of ischemic heart disease and on the epidemiology of urinary tract infections.
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Dr. Susan Hedrick is a VA Career Scientist and Principal Investigator of the “Assisted Living Pilot Project
Evaluation,” mandated as part of the Veterans Millennium Health Care and Benefits Act. She is also PI of
a John A. Hartford funded study of Medicaid-funded community residential care in Washington State how
in the reporting and dissemination stage. She is also Pl on a newly funded study of the VA’s long-term
care referral system.

Dr. Chuan-Fen Liu, a health economist, is a Co-Investigator on the study of depression treatment
described above, with special responsibility for measurement of process of care, utilization of care, and
cost. She continues this role in a large multi-site study of methods to improve the quality of depression
care in primary care settings. She is a Co-Investigator on an IIR study of the Chronic Disease Score case
mix adjustment measure in the VA population. She is a Co-Investigator on a study of costs of VA
community-based outpatient care and an IIR study examining the long-term outcomes after screening for
hearing loss.

Dr. Matthew Maciejewski, a health economist, is Principal Investigator on an IIR evaluating Community
Based Outpatient Clinic costs using DSS data. He is Co-Pl on an NIH-funded “Study of Health Outcomes
of Weight-Loss.” He was Co-Investigator on the recently completed Diabetes QUERI-funded study of
quality improvement for diabetic veterans at risk for foot ulceration and amputation. He is also working
with Drs. Donald Patrick at the University of Washington and David Williamson at CDC, on a meta-
analysis of studies related to quality of life and obesity. He has recently been funded to conduct an IIR
that will evaluate the effect of the VA medication co-payment increase on medication use, health care
utilization and costs of veterans with diabetes and/or hypertension.

Dr. Charles Maynard devotes the majority of his VA time to the Seattle Epidemiologic Research and
Information Center, where he is database coordinator. Currently, he is working with investigators from the
Duke Clinical Research Institute and the Clinical Outcomes Assessment Program located in Seattle. In
conjunction with the Washington State Department of Social and Health Services, he is Co-PI with Dr.
Gary Cox of the University of Washington Alcohol and Drug Abuse Institute on studies evaluating
outcomes of individuals discharged from state mental hospitals to the community.

Dr. David Penson will leave VA Puget Sound in the near future. He has been a second year Career
Development Awardee and Principal Investigator on an observational cohort study of risk factors for
treatment failure in erectile dysfunction funded by the VA Epidemiologic Research and Information Center
(ERIC). He is developing a new disease-specific quality of life instrument for men with primary erectile
dysfunction to be used in future cost-effectiveness studies of this condition. He was also the local site
investigator for two VA cooperative studies in prostate cancer, PIVOT and SELECT.

Dr. Gayle Reiber is a VA Career Scientist whose research includes development and testing (from basic
engineering design through a clinical trial) of the impact of therapeutic footwear on recurrent ulceration of
the feet in diabetic patients and systems of diabetic foot care. Dr. Reiber is the Principal Investigator on a
Robert Wood Johnson and Sandy McColl Foundation study “A Randomized Controlled Trial to Improve
Self-management and Promote Healthy Lifestyles in Medicaid and Dual Eligible Medicare Recipients with
Diabetes.” Dr. Reiber is also a core investigator in the Rehabilitation Research and Development Lower
Extremity Function, Amputation and Prosthetics Center and the Epidemiologic Research and Information
Center (ERIC). She directs the ERIC education program including the Epidemiology and Biostatistics
Summer Session and the cyber/distance learning versions of these courses.

Dr. Anne Sales is Principal Investigator on an IIR entitled “Nurse Staffing and Patient Outcomes in VA," a
major study looking at the association between nursing factors (including staffing and mix, satisfaction
and burnout among others) and patient outcomes in all VA acute care facilities. She is completing an
evaluation of the National IHD Lipid Clinical Reminders for the Ischemic Heart Disease, continuing her
work on improving quality of care for veterans with ischemic heart disease (focusing on secondary risk
reduction). In addition, she is co-Pl on a new proposal to explore quality of care among patients with
acute coronary syndromes in VA, and co-investigator on a Service Directed Research proposal being
submitted to fully evaluate the effect of changes in cardiac care in the VHA.

Dr. Bevan Yueh, Advanced Research Career Development Awardee, continues to work in the detection
and treatment of hearing loss. He is Principal Investigator on an IIR, “Audiology Visits After Screening for
Hearing Loss,” a randomized clinical trial comparing screening strategies for adult hearing impairment.
During the past year he had funding from NIH to conduct a conference on “Measuring and Reporting
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Quality of Life in Head and Neck Cancer.” He also has funding from the National Institutes of Health to
develop a quality of life measure, the “Effectiveness of Auditory Rehabilitation (EAR).”

Dr. Andrew Zhou is Director of the newly established Biostatistics Unit. He is Principal Investigator on two
NIH grants, one for developing a general statistical methodology for causal treatment analysis of the
randomized encouragement design study when data have complicated structure, and another for
developing new statistical methods for analysis of health care costs. In addition he is consulting on a
variety of studies with Drs. Hedrick, Bradley, Maciejewski, and Sloan.

Portland VA Medical Center

Dr. Mark Helfand directs the Oregon Health and Science University Evidence-Based Practice Center
(EPC), which successfully competed this year for a five-year renewal of funding through the Agency for
Healthcare Research and Quality (AHRQ). His main work for the EPC is in evidence-based drug
effectiveness and safety evaluations and in evaluating food- based health claims for the FDA. The OHSU
EPC is also the sole provider of technical support to the U.S. Preventive Services Task Force from 2003
to 2007. Dr. Helfand is core faculty on OHSU’s K-30 clinical research training program and on two K-12
programs. He is on the Executive Committee for the QUERI focusing on colon cancer. He is principal
investigator of a QUERI Service Directed Project on interventions to improve colon cancer screening.

Dr. David Hickam conducts a research program focusing on patient and delivery system factors that affect
patient outcomes. He is the Principal Investigator of a project funded by AHRQ titled the “Oregon Patient
Safety Evaluation Center.” This project is a collaborative effort of the Portland VA Medical Center,
Oregon Health and Science University, and three other large health care organizations in the Portland
area that is studying factors associated with adverse events among patients prescribed high-risk
medications such as anticoagulants. Dr. Hickam is also the Principal Investigator on a contract
administered by the OHSU EPC that prepared an evidence report on the relationship of healthcare
working conditions to patient safety. He is Principal Investigator on a VA epidemiology merit review
project examining outcomes of a cohort of VA patients with prostate cancer. This project is being
conducted at both the Portland and Durham VA Medical Centers.

Dr. Jackilen Shannon recently received funding for an NCI career development award to assess the
association between dietary intake of fatty acids and risk of prostate cancer and to further develop her
training in molecular epidemiology. Dr. Shannon is also PI for a proposal to the DOD to conduct a
randomized controlled trial of a fish oil supplement and fatty acid synthase expression in prostate tissue
of men undergoing repeat biopsies for prostate cancer. This proposal has been reviewed and
recommended for funding. She also is a co-investigator on Dr. Hickam’s cohort study of outcomes of VA
prostate cancer patients, and Dr. Helfand’s QUERI SDP study of an event notification system to improve
adequate follow-up of patients with a positive screening fecal occult blood test.

Dr. Somnath Saha, a Career Development Awardee, has been studying causes of racial and ethnic
disparities in health services. He has a particular interest in examining why prior studies have found that
patients are more satisfied with their care when their provider is of the same racial background. These
studies will examine whether this finding is due to specific provider knowledge, attitudes, skills, and
behaviors, providing guidance to the design of effective cultural competence interventions for providers.
He recently received a 4-year grant through the Robert Wood Johnson Generalist Physician Faculty
Scholars Program to pursue this research.

Four of our investigators have major roles in the Epidemiology Research and Information Center (ERIC):
Dr. Edward Boyko as Director, Dr. Gayle Reiber as core investigator and director of the educational
activities, and Drs. Michael Chapko and Charles Maynard as database coordinators. Dr. Reiber directed
the 5th Annual Nationwide VA Summer Epidemiology Program and initiated three satellite learning cyber
courses on research methods that were transmitted VA wide. The ERIC presents a major resource for
investigators and fellows for epidemiology research, technical assistance, and education. The research
goals of the ERIC and of the Center are complementary and we plan ongoing collaboration.

The Northwest Center is fully integrated into the research community in the Pacific Northwest. HSR&D
investigators routinely collaborate on research projects with investigators based at the University of
Washington, Group Health Cooperative Center for Health Studies, the Fred Hutchinson Cancer Research
Center, and Oregon Health and Science University.
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The Center continues to devote significant resources towards building a research infrastructure, both
within the COE as well as in support of the VISN. To support the information technology needs required
for our research efforts, the Center has made significant enhancements to its information processing and
storage infrastructure during the past year. Several servers have been added to support data processing
and storage capabilities as well as database development utilizing MS SQL Server 2000 technology.

With the VA's migration to the integrated active directory structure, the HSR&D network was merged with
the VISN 20 domain. The Center utilizes a state-of-the-art information technology office, which maintains
the HSR&D information technology network, servers and infrastructure needed to support the wide variety
of data processing needs required by COE investigators. We have created a model set of Data Security
Policies to comply with the additional protections required by HIPAA, including developing specific plans
to enhance protections of identifiable data on servers and backup tapes.

The Center continues to utilize the VISN 20 Consumer Health Information and Performance Set (CHIPS)
clinical utilization data warehouse, to support efforts to enhance the scope of the data warehouse design,
and to promote utilization of CHIPS by the VISN 20 research community.

The ACQUIP project has also developed a large data set that is being used for a wide range of analyses
by investigators and fellows at this, and other medical centers. In addition to 25 local health services
research investigators, we have five post-MD fellows/clinical scholars and one PhD candidate utilizing the
ACQUIP data. Investigators at five other centers are also utilizing the ACQUIP data repository.

The Center has recently hired Connie Nakano to assume the newly created role of Human Subjects
Coordinator. In this capacity, Ms. Nakano helps to assure full compliance of all research projects with
prevailing regulations for protection of human subjects and their privacy, assist investigators with the
preparation forms and applications, and serves as liaison between the Center and a variety of bodies and
committees that have jurisdiction in these areas.

In summary, the research program of the Center has shown steady growth, is highly successful in
meeting its VA research mission, and is well integrated into the broader academic health services
research community.

5 Research Products and Dissemination

The main objective of our efforts toward information dissemination is to distribute research-based
information to a national and international audience of health professionals, investigators, clinicians,
administrators, and consumers. Our strategies include the use of project final reports, publications,
scientific and clinical presentations, consultative assistance, educational activities, a monthly research
colloquium, web sites, and our newsletter. The newsletter is posted on the HSR&D web page to inform
members of the VA system about our activities, recent HSR&D research results, and overall productivity.
Copies of our recent issues are made available at the APHA and HSR&D annual meetings. Several of
our research projects, e.g., TIDES/WAVES, ACQUIP and the IHD QUERI, maintain separate web sites.

The Northwest Center web page (http//www.hsrd.seattle.med.va.gov) contains detailed information on the
Center of Excellence, core investigators, training programs, and current research projects. A
comprehensive set of links to VA and other health services web pages is included as well.

The number of publications and presentations by investigators and trainees again achieved a high level.
During the reporting period, Center investigators and trainees published 144 articles, 13 books or book
chapters, 6 technical reports or electronic citations and 2 dissertations. A large number of these articles
appeared in the most prestigious journals such as the New England Journal of Medicine, JAMA,
American Journal of Medicine, Medical Care, Health Services Research, Journal of Clinical Epidemiology,
and the Journal of General Internal Medicine. There are currently 44 additional articles in press. Also,
investigators made 110 presentations at regional, national, and international conferences.

Investigators have been active in consultative assistance to VHA Central Office and the VISN, as
described in the section on Leadership Roles. In addition, investigators serve on multiple VA and non-VA
regional and national advisory committees. Drs. Fihn and Sales sit on the National Steering Committee
for the VA Cardiac Care Initiative.

Dr. Hedrick was Co-Chair of the State of the Art Conference on Long-term Care held in September 2003.
This conference brought together VA and non-VA policy makers, managers, clinicians, and researchers
to review what we know about long-term care and develop and disseminate research and policy agendas
to guide VA's efforts in this area.

A number of our research products have had an important effect on patient care delivery or health care
management. Two examples are highlighted here:

First, Dr. Young and her colleagues (Drs. Charles Maynard, Gayle Reiber and Ed Boyko) published an
article in the February 2003 issue of Diabetes Care that examined racial differences in lower-extremity
amputations for veterans with diabetic nephropathy. This retrospective cohort study evaluated ethnic
differences in the risk of amputation among diabetic patients with diabetic nephropathy in a national
cohort of diabetic patients who received primary care within the Veterans Affairs Health Care System.
Using national data from Austin databases, hospitalizations for lower limb amputations were established
by ICD-9-CM procedure codes, and relative risk of amputation in diabetic patients with and without
diabetic nephropathy was determined using Cox proportional hazard modeling. Of the 429,918 subjects
identified with diabetes, 3,289 individuals were determined to have had a lower limb amputation during
the study period. Compared to diabetic patients without amputations, amputees were on average older,
more likely to belong to a minority group, and were more likely to have received treatment for more
comorbid conditions. Native Americans had the highest risk of amputation, followed by African
Americans and Hispanics compared to whites. The presence of diabetic nephropathy increased the risk
of amputation 3-fold in all groups. Asian veterans with diabetes had the lowest adjusted relative risk of
amputation.

The paper highlighted that among diabetic patients, certain ethnic minorities appear to be at higher risk of
lower extremity amputation compared to whites and that the presence of diabetic nephropathy in all
diabetic patients further increases this risk. Ways in which these results might be implemented include
intensive education and more aggressive screening and care for foot problems among patients at highest
risk for amputations. Further potential research includes interventional studies aimed at improving
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education about foot problems and selfcare, routine assessment for neuropathy in or of diabetic patients
who are managed in nephrology or dialysis clinics.

Another product contributed by Drs. Anne Sales, Fen Liu, Kevin Sloan and colleagues was the
development and application of a pharmacy-based risk adjustment measure to costs of veterans. Two
papers appeared in the June 2003 issue of Medical Care. The first paper (Sloan KL, Sales AE, Liu CF,
Fishman P, Nichol P, Suzuki NT, Sharp ND. Construction and characteristics of the RxRisk-V: a VA-
adapted pharmacy-based case-mix instrument. Med Care. 2003 Jun;41(6):761-74) discussed the
development of the VA pharmacy-based risk adjustment measure, the RxRisk-V. Tailoring this measure
to the VHA population enables administrators and researchers to assess the disease burden of their
veterans through pharmacy data.

The second paper (Sales AE, Liu CF, Sloan KL, Malkin J, Fishman PA, Rosen AK, Loveland S, Paul
Nichol W, Suzuki NT, Perrin E, Sharp ND, Todd-Stenberg J. Predicting costs of care using a pharmacy-
based measure risk adjustment in a veteran population. Med Care. 2003 Jun;41(6):753-60) examined the
ability of RxRisk-V to predict concurrent and prospective costs of care in VHA compared to a simple
age/gender model, the original RxRisk, and two widely-used risk adjustment approaches: Adjusted
Clinical Groups and Diagnostic Cost Groups/Hierarchical Condition Categories. They found that the
RxRisk-V did not perform as well as the two widely used approaches, but the open source measure may
provide a reasonable alternative to proprietary systems where accurate computerized pharmacy data are
available.

7 Training Activities

The Center provides training through the following programs: Postdoctoral MD Fellowships-Seattle,
Postdoctoral MD Fellowships-Portland, Medical Informatics Fellowships-Seattle, Medical Informatics
Fellowships-Portland, Postdoctoral PhD Fellowships, Seattle/Portland, and Health Issues of Women
Veterans Fellowships-Portland.

Program Scope and Duration

Postdoctoral MD Fellowships — Seattle. Center investigators supervise the activities of post-MD
fellows funded through two VA-sponsored training programs: the HSR&D Fellowship and the Ambulatory
Care Fellowship Programs that began in 1989 and 1991, respectively. Drs. Stephan Fihn and Edward
Boyko have served as co-directors for several years. This past year, Dr. Boyko stepped down and Dr.
Katharine Bradley now serves as co-director with Dr. Fihn. We accept an average of four post-MD
fellows for advanced training in health services research methodology each year, two in each program.

In addition, we help to provide mentorship and assistance to VA-funded trainees in the University of
Washington Robert Wood Johnson Clinical Scholars Program. Fellows trained in the program typically
include a mixture of general internists and medical subspecialists.

Medical Informatics Fellowships — Seattle. The VA Postdoctoral Fellowship in Medical Informatics was
initiated July 1995 in cooperation with the University of Washington School of Medicine Integrated
Academic Information Management System Program. The program is open to physicians and other
doctoral-level professionals and managers, and currently has two physician fellows enrolled.

Postdoctoral PhD Fellowships — Seattle/Portland. Our Center was selected in 1994 as a Postdoctoral
Training Program site for two fellows each year. Fellows typically stay for two years. The objectives of
our program are to prepare fellows for a career in health services research. Fellows design and conduct
one or more health services research projects, are mentored by HSR&D investigators, participate in the
Seattle HSR&D Research Review Committee, and meet with other fellows in weekly seminars.

Postdoctoral MD Fellowships — Portland. The Portland VAMC has operated a VA-funded Ambulatory
Care Postdoctoral fellowship since 1990. Dr. Hickam directs this program, which trains two fellows in
health services and clinical epidemiology.

Women’s Health Fellowship — Portland. The Portland VAMC fellowship program in health issues of
women veterans currently has two board-eligible internists in training. Their research activities address
women'’s issues including screening for osteoporosis and malignancies in women. Dr. Hickam is a core
faculty member for this program. This curriculum is closely integrated with the ambulatory care
fellowship.

Medical Informatics Fellowships — Portland. The Portland VAMC was one of the original seven
recipients of funding for a Medical Informatics fellowship in 1995. The program has been designed to
train one physician per year to pursue an academic medical informatics career. This program is closely
affiliated with the Division of Medical Informatics and Outcomes Research of Oregon Health and Science
University, which offer a masters degree in medical information sciences.

Achievements of Fellows

Postdoctoral M.D. Fellowships — Seattle

Three physicians completed their training in the HSR&D or Ambulatory Care Fellowship Programs during
the past year. At the end of the year there were two third-year fellows, three second-year fellows, four
first year fellows, and three international fellows continuing active study and research.

Several fellows completed their training in the program during the past year. Dr. David Arterburn who is
interested in health effects and treatment of obesity accepted a position as an Assistant Professor at the
University of Cincinnati. Dr. George loannou, a gastroenterologist, interested in methodologic aspects of
diagnostic test assessment entered an advanced fellowship in Hepatology at the University of
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Washington and will likely join the faculty in the Division of Gastroenterology in the coming year. Dr.
Christopher Bryson, an internist with an interest in the epidemiology of cardiovascular diseases and
measurement of medication adherence, joined the faculty of the UW Division of General Internal Medicine
as an Acting Instructor. Dr. Dariush Mozaffarian, a cardiologist, interested in the areas of cardiovascular
disease, epidemiology and health services research entered an advanced fellowship in cardiovascular
epidemiology at Harvard Medical School and is associated with the Framingham Heart Study.

Our two third-year fellows are Dr. Ann Hightower, who is interested in the influence of prior education and
reading ability on the assessment of cognitive function in elderly patients; and Dr. Kent Hu, whose current
research interests relate to the cost-effectiveness of maximal sterile barriers and the epidemiology of
urinary tract infections in post-menopausal women. Dr. Francine Wiest completed two years as a VA-
sponsored Robert Wood Johnson Clinical Scholar and is performing a third-year of training based at the
Center. Her interests included the effect of work-hours on the performance of interns and residents and
she has also completed project examining the quality of care for patients with chronic stable angina.

Our second-year fellows include Dr. Jenny Tong who is interested in diabetes studies in Asian
Americans; Dr. Rosalie Miller who is interested in cardiovascular health prevention, Dr. Sara Jackson who
is analyzing data related to the effect of hormone replacement on susceptibility to urinary tract infections
in post-menopausal women, and Dr. Lisa Chew who is working with Dr. Kathy Bradley on health literacy
among preoperative patients.

Our newly arrived first-year fellows are Dr. Brian Keeffe, a cardiologist interested in interventions to
improve the care of patients with chronic ischemic heart disease, Ryan Chew who is interested in health
service delivery, and Laura Evans a pulmonary physician who will be working with Dr. David Au on
studies related to care of patients with chronic obstructive pulmonary disease.

In addition to fellows funded by the VA Office of Academic Affiliations, the Northwest Center houses
international fellows who receive support from their home countries. Dr. Kenichiro Taneda, from Tokyo, is
continuing to conduct studies related to the validation of a hypertension questionnaire that was developed
as part of the ACQUIP study and a computerized measure of medication adherence. During this past
year, Dr. Pierre-Olivier Bridevaux from Lausanne, Switzerland, a pulmonary physician interested in
management of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease and his wife, Dr. Isabelle Peytremann, from
Geneva, Switzerland, interested in the relationship between health status and alcohol use among very
elderly patients both completed their fellowship training and returned to faculty positions in Lausanne.

Medical Informatics Fellowships — Seattle

Dr. Richard Phillips is continuing his second year in the fellowship and is doing analysis on informatics
issues of cardiac registries used in Quality Assurance and physician peer review. Dr. Timothy Ungs is
completing his third year in the program and is developing an electronic application for use in managing
employee health in VA.

Postdoctoral PhD Fellowship — Seattle

Our 2003 Post-PhD fellows are Jonathan Kanter, PhD, a psychologist who performed a project related to
treatment fidelity and treatment intervention monitoring and completed his postdoctoral program in July;
and Dr. Christine Rousseau, PhD, a geneticist who is working with Dr. Dominitz on several Hepatitis C
genetics and health services studies. Duncan Campbell, PhD, completed his dissertation entitled “Hope,
Personal Style, Life Events and Dysphoria: An Experimental Analysis” this summer and will join our
fellowship program in October.

Training Program Impact

Over 80% of the graduates of both the Seattle and Portland MD Fellowship Programs enter academic
research positions. Over 50% of our PhD Postdoctoral fellows pursued VA, research, or academic
careers. Over the past twenty years, our Predoctoral Fellowship Program has supported 36 students and
of those approximately one third have pursued VA research and clinical careers.
